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	Every week you will have “must-do” and “May Do” word work activities to do with your spelling words. One “must-do” activity will be completed first. The “May Do” activities will be completed after the “must-do” is completed and the sort is written. Your goal is to complete at least two activities each day, one “Must-Do” and then one “May-Do”. If you have time, you will complete another activity from the “may-do” choices. You should pick a different “Must Do” each day.

	“Must Do” Activities 
You must write your words after each activity!

	Buddy Sort
	Take turns looking at the words in your sort. Your buddy should have the same list as you. Then, take turns with a partner sorting the words into the correct category. Then, write the words in their categories.

	Speed Sort
	Use the clock to time how fast you can sort your words into their categories. You are racing against yourself. Each time you sort, you will record the time it took and then write your words in their categories.

	ABC Order Sort

	Sort your words into their categories. Then, put the categories into ABC order. Write your words in ABC order and in the correct category.

	Blind Sort


	Blind writing sort with a partner (Have someone call out your words and you write them correctly in the sort categories). Your partner must correct with a red pen. Take turns and be sure to choose someone that has your same word list! 


“May Do” Activities
You should try to complete these activities using as many words as possible from your list!
	Roll It

Partner 1 will choose a magic number. Each partner will take turns rolling and writing until time is called. At the end, mark out each word that you and your partner have in common and find out who the winner is!
Challenge: Come up with other words that look or sound like your words but are not in your sort!

	ZAP

Play with a partner
Use one baggie of words to pull words. Put all words into a brown bag labeled for ZAP. Shake the words up and take turns pulling and writing down your words in the correct sort
Challenge: If you pull out ‘ZAP’ you have to put all of your words back in the baggie.

	Swat!

Use one baggie of words to spread out face up with a partner
Swat a word

-When you swat a word, keep it covered
-Say the word

-Spell the word out loud to your partner
-Your partner will check to see if you are right.

-Take turns so that each person plays.

	Reading

Choose a book from your folder and find words in it that are like the other words you have in your sort this week. Record information in your word work book for the week.
Challenge: See if you can find words with other patterns that you have had before.


	Definitions

Get a dictionary and write the definitions of your words. When you finish write sentences using the three words that you chose to define.
Challenge: When you finish write math problems with your words.

	Sparkle

Use one baggie of words to pull words. Partner one pulls a word, says the word, and then partners take turns spelling the word one letter at a time. If you get sparkle, make a tally mark in your word work book.

	Writing

Write a short story using the words from your list. You must use at least 7 words from your sort. Underline all the words that are in your sort.
Challenge: When you finish write math problems with your words.

	Advertisement

Create a product on paper that you would like to sell. Use your spelling words to create an advertisement.

	Poem

Write a poem using 7 or more of your spelling words.
	Cursive Writing

Write your spelling words in cursive handwriting. Next to the cursive writing write it in print.
	Pyramid Style
